“Building bridges” - Munich celebrates its 850th birthday

In 2008, Munich will be hosting a great summer of festivals: the Bavarian capital will be turning
850 and this will be celebrated extensively. For a European city, 850 years is not really very
old. What is astonishing, however, is that the town was able to evolve from a monastery to an
attractive hub of culture and high-tech of European proportions. Over time, Munich has
maintained its flair as a city with much joie de vivre, and it has consistently been open to the
avant-garde and progress.

The motto of the birthday is “Building bridges” and it aims to connect the founding of the city
with today’s lively, colorful and yet tradition-oriented urban culture. Munich’s foundation goes
back to Henry the Lion, who, in 1158, destroyed the Isar bridge on the old salt road, which lay
somewhat to the north at the time. He then built a new bridge near “Munichen.” The city
received market and minting rights in this context, which set the cornerstone for undreamt of
growth into a city of over a million inhabitants.

Munich likes to celebrate. For its 850th birthday, it will enjoy three major events:
June 14-15, 2008 City foundation festival:

The cultural program of this annual citizen’s festival in the inner city will be expanded to suit the
occasion.




1st — 6th June 2008 The 4th Architecture Week

The profile of a city is determined to a great extent by its buildings. In Munich architecture and
urban development are characterised by the way in which tradition and modernity have been
treated in the last 60 years. Under this year's motto "Munich Mixture", the Architecture Week
invites its guests to numerous events, guided tours and exhibitions to discover the city anew.

The Architecture Week takes place every other year, and in the meantime it has become an
integral part of Munich's cultural life. The central venue will be the Royal Residence. It is here
that the festive opening takes place, and here will be the communicative meeting point with its
bar.

Hofbrduhaus am Platzl
The state-owned Hofbrduhaus is the world's most famous beer
hall. The present Hofbrduhaus was built in 1897, but the tradition
of a beer house on this spot dates from 1589. In the 19th century,
it attracted artists, students, and civil servants, and it was called
the Blue Hall because of its dim lights and smoky atmosphere.
When it grew too small to contain all the patrons who wanted to
come here, architects designed another, in 1897. Today, 4,500
beer drinkers can crowd in here on any given night. Several rooms,
including a top-floor room for dancing, are spread over three
floors. With its brass band (which starts playing at 11am), the
ground-floor Schwemme is most typical of what you probably
expected--here it's eternal Oktoberfest. In the second-floor
restaurant, strolling musicians entertain, and dirndl-clad servers
offer mugs of beer between sing-alongs. Every night the
Hofbrduhaus presents a typical Bavarian show in its Fest-Hall,
starting at 8pm and lasting until midnight. (This was also the 1920
setting for the notorious meeting of Hitler's newly launched
German Workers Party, when a brawl erupted between the Nazis
and their Bavarian enemies.) The entrance fee is 5€, and the food
is The same as that served in other parts of the beer palace. A
liter of beer costs 5.50€ here; meals run 6.50€ to 15€. The hall is
open daily 9am to midnight.
